The French
speaking part of the unitary party (PL) changed its
name to PLP=Parti de la Liberté et du Progres
(Freedom and Progress Party) in 1961. It remained the
same until 1976 while the Flemish Liberals chose the
name of PVV=Partij voor Vrijheid en Vooruitgang
(Freedom and Progress Party) in 1972, when the
unitary party split along linguistic lines.
